We had another great month in Sector 312. We achieved a 0% increase/decrease in our violent 
crime, a 19% reduction in our property crime and a 17% overall reduction in major crime for 
February 2009.  Even with those great crime reductions, though, we saw an increase (from 0 to 4 
reported incidents) in aggravated domestic assaults and residential burglaries (from 11 to 18 
reported incidents). 
 
Direction, Focus and Community Partnerships are the key aspects of our fight against crime this 
year, each one an equally important piece that is needed for us to be successful.  Remember—the 
officers that work in Sector 312 are problem solvers.  We engage the stakeholders of the 
community—citizens, businesses and each other—to come up with lasting solutions that will 
sustain and nurture our neighborhoods.

during the day when residents were away from their homes.  Entry was usually gained by 
breaking in through a rear door:
